M.H.D.A Rules and Regulations
Thank you for choosing Mt. Hood Dance Academy.  This brochure will aid in the regulations of the academy along with answering some common questions regarding the school year.

The academy strives to offer the best possible dance education to your family.  Each dance instructor’s goal is to provide every student with a positive learning experience in the classroom and performance areas.  M.H.D.A.’s curriculum consists of technique, choreography, terminology, as well as theater etiquette.  Parents are not allowed in the room during class.  There will be specified parent watch weeks for you to view your child’s progress.
TUITION
Tuition is due on the 1st of each month & considered late after the 10th.  The billing cycle begins in September and ends in June.  If you are going to discontinue or take a break from dance lessons you will need to give a 30 DAY NOTICE, in writing or by verbally informing the office manager.  You will be responsible for tuition if these procedures are not followed.

MAKE-UP CLASSES/ABSENCES

M.H.D.A. does not pro-rate tuition.  It is your responsibility to contact your student’s instructor regarding make-up classes due to cancellations or illness.  Please report absences due to illness or required school activities prior to class time.  If there are less than 4 students, the class will be half the regular time.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

In the event of inclement weather, call the studio for information regarding studio closures.  M.H.D.A. generally follows the Gresham/Barlow afternoon/evening closures.

SPRING DANCE PERFORMANCE

Mt. Hood Dance Academy’s annual spring performance takes place in the latter part of June. Dancers enrolled in the Pre-Professional Program are required to participate. The performance is optional for all other students.  But we strongly encourage you to perform.
COSTUMES

The minimum cost per costume per class is $70.00 and is not to exceed $100.00.  If your students class performs at various venues throughout the school year the costuming will adhere to the standards set by the Academy and choreographers, therefore extra costs may be required.  The costume deposit is due by February 1, 2019 and is non-refundable. Regardless of participation in the performance you will receive your costume provided it is paid in full and you attend all fittings.

DRESS REHEARSAL
The dress rehearsal precedes the actual performance. It’s purpose is to simulate the actual performance in every way, excluding an audience. The auditorium will be closed during the rehearsal to all spectators.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!! The dancers are required to wear full make-up, costumes, tights and proper shoes. You must arrive to the auditorium in your street clothes, Dancers are expected to remain in the dressing room on performance night.

TICKETS

The proceeds generated from the sale pay for the theater and lighting and technical assistance. Tickets will be on sale thru the office. For the protection of the dancers, the quality of the performance video and enjoyment of the audience, no flash photography or videotaping is allowed. A professional will film the annual performance and make copies available to you and your family for an affordable price.
